You will need –

A4 paper – computer printer paper is fine

A pencil 

An eraser.

3 Objects from your kitchen, use your imagination! For example - egg cup/teaspoon/saucer… slice of toast/knife/jar of jam…teacup/saucer/teaspoon.
· Arrange the three objects you have chosen. Think about how they may overlap. You are trying to create an interesting composition. 
· Begin by lightly sketching the overall shape of the objects you have chosen. Try to avoid too may details until you are sure that the big shapes are correct! 

· Once you are happy with your line drawing begin to add some Tone. It is best to start lightly before darkening in the shadows. The key to fantastic tonal work is looking VERY closely at what you are shading. The more highlights and shadows that you can add the better.
