Copy these notes on asexual reproduction.

Asexual reproduction is new plants being produced by a single parent plant without sex cells or fertilisation. These plants are genetically identical to each other and the parent plant. Asexual reproduction is also called vegetative reproduction.

Natural vegetative reproduction . These are formed from the parent plant by the production of offspring from stems or buds . Examples are spider plants and potato tubers.

Copy the table on advantages and disadvantages of asexual and sexual reproduction.

Artificial propagation when a plant does not have a method of natural vegetative propagation. 

Method 1  Taking cuttings ,see figure 10.25 of text book.

Method 2 Grafting by two methods, cleft grafting is where  a cutting(scion) from a cultivated fruit tree or rose is put into the stem of  a stock plant. Bud grafting is where a bud is taken from the scion and put into the stem of the stock plant.

A clone is a group of genetically organisms that have been produced form one parent by asexual reproduction.

Advantages of artificial propagation.

Production of commercial plants eg roses with all the desirable features eg beautiful flowers or scent.

Reproduction of plant varieties which do not  produce seeds  eg grapes

Conservation of rare plants which may be threatened with extinction and may be of future use to man.
